It is able to keep track of the
visitor across marketing channels and
devices. It is a pixel tracker type cookie
whose activity lasts within the browsing
session.

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Analytics & vuid 1 year 1 month 4 days | This cookie is used by Vimeo player to check
Customisation if certain features or preferences have been
selected by the user on websites with
embedded videos from Vimeo.

Performance & PHPSESSID Session This cookie is generated by applications
Functionality based on the PHP language. This is a general
purpose identifier used to maintain user
session variables. It is normally a random
generated number, how it is used can be
specific to the site, but a good example is
maintaining a logged-in status for a user
between pages.

Unclassified hmt_id 30 days This cookie is used by hCaptcha for strictly
necessary anonymous service-related

statistics, and for other technical purposes
like assisting in accessibility support.

Unclassified __cflb 30 minutes This cookie is used by hCaptcha for Used for
strictly necessary technical purposes: load
balancing, routing.

Unclassified userReferer 30 days This cookie determines how the user
accessed the website. This information is
used by BSUG to measure the efficiency of
its marketing efforts.

Unclassified JOTFORM_SESSION 30 days Jotform uses this cookie to register a unique
ID for the visitor in order for the website to
recognize the visitor.

Unclassified guest 30 days Jotform uses this cookie to guest user id for
identify the user on next visit to Jotform.

Unclassified _cfuvid Session This cookie is used to allow the Cloudflare
WAF to distinguish individual users who
share the same IP address.
